Grima was born in Rome to Italian-Maltese parents and grew up in London. He studied mechanical engineering at the University of Nottingham. The family was artistic and creative. After the word war II, he started work in his father-in-law's jewellery firm in London, Haller Jewellery Company Limited (H.J. One of a handful of designers who revolutionized British jewellery in the early 1960s, Grima didn't learn his trade at art school, being entirely self-taught and never trained at the jeweller’s bench. 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[image: ]He created bold and unusual jewels whose value lay in their aesthetic composition rather than just in the carat weight of expensive diamonds and precious gems. His journey began with a large cache of natural Brazilian stones - aquamarines, citrines, tourmalines and rough amethysts – that became a trademark for the young designer. Scouring the natural world for textures – bark, shell, moss – he created abstract shapes with rough stones. His interest in natural forms extended to a love of both opals and pearls, which featured regularly in his work.
